Photo Scavenger Hunt:

Divide class into even groups of 3-5 students.  Object is to get a photo of every category on the scavenger hunt in the allotted time (might be 2-3 days).  Adviser assigns points values in advance to the scavenger hunt items, so students need to be strategic in getting what they think are the MOST VALUABLE photos.

After the time for the hunt is over (must be turned in by a VERY SPECIFIC TIME, ie “anything photos turned in after 3:05pm on Tuesday will be disqualified”) the adviser loads the photos onto a computer to be shown using a projector.  Class votes on the BEST photo in each category and only that team gets the points for that category.

The team that earns the most points wins the event and gets the predetermined prize ( lunch, pizza,etc., you decide)

When judging the images keep in mind that we are looking for the best Yearbook image.  There might be a shot of a shoe that is just plain vs. an image taken from an interesting angle or perspective.
Photo Scavenger Hunt
Rules:  Each of these picture will be worth 10 points, but ONLY THE BEST image will get the extra credit points.  The winning images will have the following: 

1. Show Emotion (photo should show true emotion so it quickly grabs the reader. It can be any emotion - anger, sadness, joy, love - you name it. 
2. Show Action! If you can't get emotion, make sure you have action. 
3. Fill the Frame (Moving in close getting rid of all elements that take away from the subject.)
4. Show Framing (photo is taken so that subject is surrounded or Framed by content
5. Show Leading Lines.
6. Show Repetition (Textures, lines or objects that repeat and draw attention to the subject.
8. Rule of Thirds (the subject falls outside of the center, see terms hand out)
9. Unique Angles - Look for a different angle, Instead of taking yearbook photos from the exact same angle, choose to stand up high or lay down low.
