3. TRY YOUR HAND AT WRITING CAPTIONS.  PICK 3 OF YOUR BEST PHOTOS, AND WRITE CAPTIONS FOR EACH OF THEM AND BRING IT ON THE FIRST DAY OF SCHOOL (60PTS)
Captions can be a struggle to write.  They should include the who, what, when, where, why and how of the photo, without stating the obvious.  The information should add to the photo, not repeat it! Often there’s a lead-in, almost a title to the caption. Then the essential information. The first sentence is present tense, and reports what is happening at that moment.  The second sentence is past tense, and gives additional details about what happened before or after the picture was taken, and/or background information.
